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AIS Canberra Servicing 
Agreement Guidelines
Purpose and Scope

An AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement (CSA) is an agreement between an athlete and the Australian Institute of Sport (AIS). The agreement outlines the provision of Sports Science and Sports Medicine services in Canberra.
Definitions

An AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement can be awarded to:

AIS Scholarship Holders 
· AIS Camps based scholarship holders (out of designated camp periods)
· AIS Residential scholarship holders (state based locations)
Non Scholarship Holders

· National or international ranked athletes that have a demonstrable high level of success at the international level and/or have a high community profile and recognition based on their outstanding athletic prowess and success.
Summary

Athletes eligible for an AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement must demonstrate that the AIS specialist multidisciplinary environment provides a unique value add or competitive advantage to either their rehabilitation/treatment or intensive training block.  This support must not be offered for ease or convenience but rather a strategic decision made with their AIS and/or National Team Head Coach to significantly enhance their training environment and fast track their progress to a performance outcome.

Note that the closer the athlete is to the podium the more likely the request is to be supported.  
Agreements of this nature are to be offered by exception.
Guidelines
Criteria for AIS Scholarship Holders:
· Sport Performance Managers, in conjunction with the Head Coach and Heads of Discipline must discuss and agree that the respective athlete/s meet the eligibility criteria prior to submission of a Canberra Servicing Agreement request to the AIS Deputy Director.
· Athletes are eligible to be awarded an AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement for the maximum period of their original residential or camps scholarship. SPM’s and Head Coaches will need to justify any extension beyond this period with the Deputy Director.
· An athlete may hold an AIS camps or residential scholarship concurrently with an AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement.

· Athletes invited to visit the AIS for rehabilitation, treatment or to gain a second medical opinion must provide to the Head of Sports Medicine:

· A letter of request from the treating physician and/or treating physiotherapist and copies of all scans, tests and reports to AIS Sports Medicine at least 1 week prior to arrival. 
· The AIS Director at his sole discretion may authorise payment of an AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement from the AIS Canberra Servicing budget following a recommendation from the Sport Performance Manager, and Deputy Director where appropriate. If agreement of this nature is not reached the cost of funding a Canberra Servicing Agreement is the responsibility of the relevant sport program or by negotiation with the relevant Department/s. 

Additional criteria for Non AIS Scholarship Holders:
· The period of a Canberra Servicing agreement for a Non AIS scholarship holder will be at the discretion of the Deputy Director.

· Athletes must be Australian citizens to be eligible for an agreement unless otherwise negotiated with the AIS Director.

· Athletes awarded an AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement are required to comply with the AIS Canberra Servicing Athlete Agreement which includes the AIS Anti-Doping Education Booklet.

· If any under 18 athletes are visiting Canberra for greater than 2 weeks within the school term ACE must be advised.

· Athletes awarded an AIS Canberra Servicing Agreement should only be allocated or loaned the necessary equipment required during the visit. 

· Security swipe card access should be allocated to athletes to facilitate entry to the appropriate facilities. 

Services Available 

· Access to suitable training facilities provided by the AIS or through other approved agencies;

· Sports Medicine and Sports Science services provided by AIS’ practitioners as    recommended by the relevant Heads of Discipline, in consultation with SPMs and approved by the AIS Deputy Director.
