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ASC Guidelines for Internal and

External Signs

Purpose
This document sets out the guidelines for all internal and external signage at the AIS

Campus at Bruce with the exception of the Walls of Fame for individual sports and

sponsorship signs.  Use of these guidelines will ensure uniformity of signage across

the site and improve the aesthetics of the area. 
The use of temporary signs that are stuck or pinned to surfaces should be avoided.
Interstate Sites
Other AIS sites should follow these guidelines where local conditions allow.  The Australian Sports Commission should be acknowledged, by use of the logo, on naming and directory signs.  This would include signage at the front of a building or external to the building that indicates an ASC section is in the building.

Material: Perspex, 6mm thickness, secured using wall mount architectural component fittings (pins) approximately 25mm proud of the wall, natural anodised silver in colour. Amenity signs can be stuck directly to doors. Larger signs or

commemorative plaques are to be 8mm thick.
Text: Font is to be Franklin Gothic, Title is to be in Capitals, sub titles, general text and names to be caps/lower case as appropriate. Font size is to suit size and location of sign.

Symbols: Amenity signs are to use standard symbols (see example in photo below)

for relevant amenities. Word descriptors may be added if required. Arrows are to be

represented by a triangle arrow head.

Notes: If required logos may be used on directory signage.

Categories: Advisory/Warning

Colours:

Background: Tomato Red

Text: Silver (Brushed Aluminium)

Material: Perspex, 6mm thickness, secured using wall mount architectural component fittings (pins) approximately 25mm proud of the wall, natural anodised silver in colour.

Text: Font is to be Franklin Gothic. Title is to be in Capitals, sub titles, general text and names to be caps/lower case as appropriate. Font size is to suit size and location of sign.

Symbols: Standard warning symbols may be used. Arrows are to be represented by a triangle arrow head.

Notes: Logos are not required on these signs.

Style: External_1

Categories: Building, Location names, Directional, Amenities

Colours:

Background: Blue (PMS 288)

Text: White

Material: Metal, use the Sign One exterior sign system.

Text: Font is to be Franklin Gothic. First letter of each word to be upper case.

Symbols: Standard warning symbols may be used. Arrows are to be represented by a triangle arrow head.

Notes: Logos are not required on these signs.

Categories: Advisory and Warning Signs

Colours:

Background: Yellow (reflective)

Text: Black

Border: Black

Material: Metal

Text: Font is to be Franklin Gothic. Upper/lower case.

Symbols: Standard warning symbols may be used. Arrows are to be represented by a triangle arrow head.

Notes: Logos are not required on these signs.

Categories: Road and Parking Signs

Colours: These signs are to comply with Australian Standards.
Location and Mounting of signs

Internal Signs

Signs are to be mounted so that they are clearly visible as they are approached by their intended audience. Internal signage should generally be mounted on a wall on pins so that the sign is approximately 25mm proud of the wall. If this location presents a possible occupational health and safety risk, the sign may be mounted flush to the wall on pins. Signs may be suspended where there is no suitable wall mounting location available. Signs must not obstruct the view of any emergency signage such as exit signs or hang lower than standard door height in corridors or walkways.

External Signs

Signs are to be mounted so that they are clearly visible as they are approached by their intended audience. Larger signs may be supported by a pole at either end, smaller signs may be paddle mounted. If appropriate, warning or advisory signs may be fastened to existing structures. Ensure surrounding vegetation will not grow to obscure the sign.
Approval Process
Artwork for all signage is to be approved by the Manager Capital Works, Facilities Services. Approval of the location and use of logos on any signs will be given by the General Manager Corporate Communications.

The design, location or siting of any signs that are not included in these guidelines or cannot meet these guidelines are to be discussed with the Manager Capital Works, Facilities Services.

Directional Sign


Note style of arrows and use of upper and lower case text.





Amenity Directional Sign


This sign indicates the amenity symbols that are to be used as standard for all ASC signs.





Internal Warning Sign


Capitals may be used to emphasise particular actions.





External Sign


Signs are to be fixed to walls or supported on posts to suit the location.





External Warning Sign


Capitals may be used to emphasise particular actions.





Amenity Sign


This sign is used for Stores, Toilets, Plantrooms, Cleaners Room and similar.





Amenity Sign


This indicates location and relative size of sign.
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
